There are a variety of career options with a music degree ranging from working in performance and non- performance settings such as arts administration, copyright, royalties, licensing, music funding and policy.  It is common for music graduates to have multiple income streams gained from working in multiple jobs, this is commonly known as having a portfolio career and can include undertaking a combination of music jobs, self-employment/freelancing and other roles.
Note, that some music industry roles may require further qualifications in addition to a first degree, i.e. teaching in schools, further education and higher education and music therapy careers. Also included are the career destinations of UWL Music graduates.
