Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths (STEM) graduates are attractive to employers for their transferable skills, including strengths in mathematical reasoning, analytical thinking, and problem-solving. Graduate opportunities exist within STEM students’ specialisms, such as IT, Engineering and Project Management, and in other areas such as Business where STEM graduate skills are highly valued.

Most major UK companies run graduate schemes with opportunities for STEM graduates. Many schemes have deadlines in October and November for graduate schemes starting the following summer. It pays to apply early, as employers start interviewing and making offers before the application deadline and will close the vacancy early if enough candidates have applied. The training typically lasts between 1-2 years.

Graduate jobs are any job which requires a degree. Graduate schemes employ just 6% of all graduates, so most graduates will get a graduate job with a range of small to medium sized employers (SMEs) rather than with a large graduate scheme employer.
