While at university, there are several activities you can engage in from your first to final year that will greatly enhance your employability skills and increase your chances of securing a graduate job when you complete your studies.
The guide below are suggestions you can follow as you journey through university to ensure you acquire the top skills and experience that employers value for your chosen career. If you would like help with planning your career, please book an appointment with your school's Careers Consultant.


Level 4
· Attend Open days and Insight days - Open days are a great way to learn more about a firm and are predominantly aimed at first year students. Register early, either by completing an application or registering by email. Find out more about Open Days
· Find law-related work experience – Legal work experience is helpful when deciding whether this is the career path for you. Due to the competitive nature of the sector, taking on work experience also allows law organisations to see that you have a realistic view of the profession and that you have demonstrated the transferable skills necessary to be successful. You should continue to seek legal work experience during Level 5 as well. Finding legal work experience.
· Join a society – Ever had an interest that you want to share with others? Joining a society can allow you to make friends, share an interest you are passionate about and help to you develop the skills needed for your career. In terms of Law, you may join a Debating Society to develop your persuasion skills or a Law Society organising trips to legal organisations. Find out about joining a UWL society
Level 5
· Apply for Vacation Schemes (solicitor) - A vacation scheme is a 1-3 week long scheme that gives you the opportunity to experience real life client work at a law firm. They usually happen in the summer, at Easter and occasionally at Christmas time. Ideally you need to be working towards a 1st or 2:1 in your degree. Some law firms recruit people that have done a vacation scheme with them. Some schemes are advertised for first year and final year students too and it is possible to do more than one vacation scheme, with different firms. Check out this link for more information about vacation schemes.
· Start researching training contracts (solicitor) - A training contract is a two-year recognised period of training which contributes to becoming a qualified solicitor. Training contract opportunities are fiercely competitive and it is important that you plan your applications well in advance of the deadlines. Check out more information about training contracts. 
· Start researching about the Solicitors Qualifying Exam a.k.a. SQE (Solicitor) – The SQE is the assessment towards qualifying as a solicitor in England and Wales. It is split into the SQE1 and SQE2; SQE1 focuses on functioning legal knowledge and SQE2 on practical legal skills and knowledge. To fully qualify, you must have two years' Qualifying Work Experience which can come from multiple sources, most often from a training contract. For more information, see Solicitors Regulation Authority 
· Apply for Mini-Pupillage (barrister) – Pupillage is the vocational training to become a barrister and a mini-pupillage demonstrates what it might be like. Like vacation schemes, they are highly competitive. Check out more information about Mini Pupillages.
· Start researching Bar Professional Training Courses (Barrister) – The Bar Course has been designed to teach the skills, knowledge, attitudes and competencies needed for practice. It will also include developing your advocacy, drafting, opinion writing, conferencing, case analysis and legal research skills. You will also be taught subjects such as civil litigation and remedies, criminal litigation and sentencing, evidence and professional ethics. In the final term, you select two option subjects in areas that you are interested in practicing in. More information can be found here.
Level 6
· Apply for training contracts (solicitor) – Training contract vacancies are recruited two years in advance, so managing your time will be crucial. Some law firms will offer tuition for the SQE so do read through the conditions of the training contract. You can find vacancies here. 
· Prepare for the SQE (solicitor) – Start researching, practicing and familiarising yourself with these tests, as it is a requirement to qualify as a solicitor. Some law firms offer SQE tuition as part of their training contracts. You can find some examples of the types of questions that are asked here. 
· Apply for the Bar Professional Training Course (Barrister) – The Bar Professional Training Courses (BPTC) can be found in the following link. 
· Join an Inn of Court before starting the BPTC (Barrister) – The ‘Inns of Court’ is the name of the four legal societies in London that have the exclusive right of admission to the Bar; they are Gray’s Inn, Lincoln’s Inn, Inner Temple and Middle Temple. They provide activities and support for barristers, pupils and students and each Inn runs its own events during the year. More information can be found here.
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
